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Application development using .net Frame work and OOAD Concepts

He spoke his relevant experiences in various client projects worked in various industries and how
to initiate and set the milestone for any engineer stepping in to industry and also explained the
various work scenarios they should be ready to face and how to be prepared to handle such
evolving work scenarios in various evolving domain. Then he spoke about SDLC process and agile
method involvement in industry to develop various application using OOAD concepts. He provided
a 3 to N tier architectural overview and various functional activities in each layer of 3 tier
architecture relevant to industry perspective. He provided an overview of .net Framework stack and

explained the various important modules involved in the stack and how these modules are used to



create and develop industry relevant application and how to view these module templates in Visual
studio environment. He gave a glimpse of requirement of CTS (common type specification) and its
usage in handling different industry application related data types and also he spoke about an
overview and importance of design patterns to design any application used by different company

vendors.

He gave a session for Pre final and final year students on how to set up a website by client side
scripting using C# programming, also client side debugging and procedure to launch the website on
visual studio platform.
